You Are a Person of Influence 
  
 Are you familiar with the term, movers and shakers?  People with great influence and 

authority are referred to as the movers and shakers in this world. 

 Well, as a Christian, you may not think of yourself as a mover or shaker, but you are a 

person of influence.  In fact, you have more influence than perhaps what you can imagine.  The 

question, is our influence good or bad? 

 We read in the Gospels about the Lord’s dealings with the Pharisees.  Who were the 

Pharisees?  They were powerful and influential people during the time Jesus was on earth.  

They were considered the religious authority of the day. 

 The Lord speaking to His disciples said to them, Watch out!  Beware of the leaven of the 

Pharisees and the leaven of Herod” (Mark 8:15).  The Lord was concerned about their 

influence.  The figure of leaven is often used in Scripture, usually as a symbol of evil.  Paul 

writes, “Do you not know that a little leaven leavens the whole lump of dough?”  

 (1 Cor. 5:6).  The Pharisees had a bad influence on people. 

 Although all of us go through life doing things that we often regret, we can take comfort 

knowing the Lord will forgive us if we will confess our sins to Him and turn from them.  “If we 

confess our sin, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9). 

 Thankfully God’s grace is sufficient, nonetheless, we must try to set a good example for 

others.  For example, as a church member, ask yourself what kind of influence are you having 

on your fellow church members? 

 You should make it your goal to do absolutely nothing that would hinder your 

congregation.  The writer of Hebrews said, “and let us consider how to stimulate one another to 

love and good deeds” (Hebrews 10:24).  We should take into consideration what we do and 

how it may impact others for good or for bad.  I should ask myself, before doing or saying 

something, how will this influence my fellow church members? 

          The apostle Paul writes.  Be imitators of me, just as I also am of Christ” (1 Cor. 11:1). 

I understand, none of us are in the same league as the apostle Paul, but we should live in such a 

way that we would not be afraid for others to be imitators of me, just as I also am of Christ. 

 What do I owe my congregation?  I owe it my support and commitment to at least try to 

be an influence for good.  Paul writing to Timothy said, “…show yourself an example of those 

who believe” (1 Tim. 4:12).  What better goal could we have as a church member than to show 

ourselves an example of those who believe?
