The birth of Jesus means that God became fully immersed into the world.  

Jesus was no phantom.  He had no ghost-like appearance making him a superman above 

earthly reality.  He had flesh and blood.  he suffered, he hungered, he thirsted, he grew 
weary, and he slept.  His body functions were the same as all other men.

Jesus grew 

up like other Jewish boys of his age and custom.  He was no different from his 

playmates.  He learned a trade to make a living to support himself like other Jewish 

boys.  (The rabbis said, “He who does not teach his son to work teaches him to steal”).  

Jesus was known as “the carpenter” to his fellow Nazarenes.  He lived in the home of 
his mother Mary and her husband Joseph along with his brothers and sisters. 

In his thousand day ministry the humanity of Jesus is demonstrated 

repeatedly.  The cross of Jesus was so real that when he rubbed his fingers against it he 
got splinters in his hand.  The suffering from the nails that pierced his tendons and the 

crown of thorns that punctured his brow was as real as that of the thieves beside him.  

The blood type of Jesus could have been analyzed in the laboratory.  The seven cries 
from the cross were not hypocritical “play acting.”  They were the wails of a man dying 

the slow agony of a felon’s death. 

Think of the tremendous meaning of eternity invading time.  Think of the 
tremendous meaning of eternity in vading time.  Think of the great and immortal God

 To be ñsure of somethingò is to be confident and certain.  Paul said in Romans 
4:16 that Godôs promises to Abraham were guaranteed.  What are some sure things in 
the Bible? 
 
1.  The Certainty of Death.  Hebrews 9:27 ñit is appointed unto men once to die, but 
after this the judgment.ò  God told Adam & Eve that the day they ate of the forbidden 
fruit, they would ñsurely dieò (Gen .2:17). 
 
2.  The Certainty of Sin, Guilt, & Shame.  Moses warned the two of Israelôs tribes to 
be sure to assist their brethren in war.  If they did not, they would sin against God.  
Moses added, ñand be sure your sin will find you out.ò  1 Timothy 5:24, ñSome men's 
sins are open beforehand, going before to judgment; and some men they follow after.ò  
 
3.  The Certainty of Godôs Foundation.  ñNevertheless the foundation of God 
standeth sure, having this seal, The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, Let every 
one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquityò (2 Timothy 2:19).  Numbers 
16:5 ñthe Lord will show who are his.ò 
 
4.  The Certainty of Godôs Word.  2 Peter 1:19 ñWe have also a more sure word of 
prophecy; where unto ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a light that shineth in a 
dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts.ò  Psalm 19:7 ñThe 
law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the Lord is sure, making 
wise the simple.ò 
 
5.  The Certainty of the End of Time.  ñHe which testifieth these things saith, Surely I 
come quickly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus.ò  2 Peter 3:9-10 ñThe Lord is not 
slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-
ward, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. But the 
day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in which the heavens shall pass away 
with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the 
works that are therein shall be burned up.ò 
 
6.  The Certainty of Heaven.  Hebrews 6:18-19 ñThat by two immutable things, in 
which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have 
fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us: Which hope we have as an 
anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which entereth into that within the 
veil.ò
