Growing up it was common to hear about the prohibitions against Christianity in the old
Soviet Union. Bibles were destroyed, churches were closed, public prayers were not permit-
ted, Did you ever think you would live in a nation where prayer would be condemned by our
own federal government? Well you do!

At the Ed Young Senior Citizens Center in Port Wentworth, Georgia near Savannah the
federal government has issued “guidelines” that prohibit these senior citizens from praying
before meals.
