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ADVERTISING YOURSELF
1 Timothy 2:9
Likewise, | want women to adorn themselves with proper clothing,
modestly and discreetly, not with braided hair and gold
or pearls or costly garments.

Clothing is a big part of how we advertise ourselves. Judah's daughter-in-
law, Tamar, “removed her widow's garments and covered herself with a vell,
and wrapped herself, and sat in the gateway of Enaim.” The impression she
wanted to make is clear from Genesis 3 8:15. “When Judah saw her, he thought
she was a harlot, for she had covered her face.”

The wise man looked out of the window of his house. He saw “a young
man lacking sense, passing through the sireet.” It was in the darkness of night.
“And behold, a woman comes to meet him, dressed as a harlot and cunning of
heart” (Proverbs 7:8-10). This woman knew how to advertise herself. A big part
of the packaging was the way she dressed.

It is wrong to say “it doesn't matter how you dress.” That idea cannot be
found in the Bible. In fact, just the opposite is the case. 1 Timothy 2:9 says that
Christian women are to “adorn themselves with proper clothing, modestly and
discreetly.” Clothing that exposes too much of the body, fits too fightly or in any
other way leads the opposite sex to lust, does not fit the definition of *modestly
and discreetly.” While these remarks are specifically addressed to Christian la-
dies, the principle would apply to men as well.

How do we advertise ourselvese Our clothes make a statement about us.
What type of statement are we makinge The Bible helps us understand what
that statement ought to be. “I want women to adorn themselves. . .not with
braided hair and gold or pearls or costly garments, but rather by means of good
works, as is proper for women making a claim to godliness” (1 Tim. 2:9, 10).

Yes, how we dress matters. The type of clothes we wear 1o church does
matter. They make a statement. They say something about us. They ought to
make the statement that we profess godliness. That holds true for men as well as
women. The next time you say “it doesn’'t matter how we dress,” think about
what the Bible says.
